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Tunnel placement 
1. Select a suitable area where target animals will be moving or feeding.   
2. Place the tunnel onto the ground and secure in place with the two wires provided. Or 
when placing onto concrete surfaces, building roofs etc secure with no nails or screw and 
nail onto wooden boards. 
 
Tunnel assembly 
1. Comes as a flat section of rigid plastic and to fold into a tunnel insert C and D tabs into 
C and D slots.  (See figure 1 half assembled tunnel). 
2. Move the flap over the top of the existing tunnel shape and insert A and B tabs into A 
and B slots.  (See figure 1. Fold flap left to right).  This will give rain cover. 
3. Correct assembly is achieved when two wire securing eyelets show each side of tunnel. 
 
Control rodents 
1. Insert 1 to 6 Strikers into the pre-cut slots at inside tunnel wall.  Or thread baits onto 
the Cradle (wire configuration) and securely clip inside the tunnel.  
2. The number of Strikers or baits used will depend on the rodent infestation and how 
often the tunnel will be checked.  A greater number needed when targeting high rodent 
numbers or when the interval between checks is infrequent. 
3. Leave Striker(s) and baits in place until completely eaten.  Replenish bait and maintain 
an uninterrupted supply of bait until the desired level of control is achieved.

Monitor pests and native animals  
1. Securely fasten the cards onto the base by the Velcro dots and make sure the Ink Card 
is placed between the two tracking cards.   
2. Apply ink onto the Ink Card using the bottle with sponge applicator. 
3. Clip the fully assembled base with cards onto the floor of the tunnel by inserting under 
each of the tabs located at either end of the tunnel.    
4. Leave the Ink Card in the tunnel and re-ink when required.
